Praktisk gjennomfering

The course consisted of a total of 14 meetings: 11 regular lectures and 3 seminars in which
the students orally presented their semester projects. The exam consisted of an assignment
portfolio with two assignments. The 11 regular lectures were all based on Powerpoint
presentations with audio and video examples.

Studentenes profil, karakterfordeling, strykprosent og frafall

10 students completed the exam in the class and received a grade. 9 of the students were
foreign exchange students, representing 9 countries in Europe, East Asia and South America.
There was 1 Norwegian student from the Grieg Academy and no Norwegian students from
other departments. There was one student who attended the lectures but withdrew their exam
registration before the end of the semester.

This
room (capacity 40) was a little big for the number of students (10) taking the course. The data
projector and sound system worked OK. It would be nice, however, if the class could be
taught in one of the classrooms in the Grieg Academy. This would also help make students
from outside GA who take the class more conscious of the fact that it is a GA class and raise
the visibility of the department.

1. What I liked more is that the professor was really involved with us, he knew perfectly who
we are each other and the lectures were very interesting specially the part of listening
examples of the different musics and the videos. The negative part of the class is that
[attendance] is mandatory and for exchange students it’s sometimes difficult to attend to all
the lectures. The other aspect I would do in other way is that I would appreciate were the
practice part there so much theory.

2. Liked: with musikal [sic] instruments and recordings in the lessons. Didn’t like: none.



3.1 liked almost every topics the professor gave us. I sometimes felt that the field work
project was a bit hard for me, but on the process of doing some research I could find another
interesting topics.

4. Like: It was great opportunity study about many types of music from this course. Also,
student have to attend this course. Usually, some students will not show up, but this course
has good system. Didn’t like: The textbook is expensive for me. For example, some of the
other courses teacher try to upload the PDF file online. So Student don’t need to by [sic]
textbooks.

5.1 liked the way the project of book review of an ethnomusicology book because it gave me
a good idea of this type of research. I also liked that every lesson we could receive sheets
with the content of the Power Point.

6. It was better than I was expecting, so I think is good the way it is.

7.1 found the assessment method really refreshing — the book review is a great mid-term
assignment to have, and the [fieldwork] project, in theory, is really good because it means
you can be occupied with something for the whole term. I say in theory because I think the
actual course content and the one’s [sic] project inevitably becomes very distant from each
other. Yes they are linked by discipline and it’s important to have diversity in order to learn
about methods, but the way it has been done ends up being quite discouraging. I and I think
most of the class lost motivation to do the reading and engage with class content. I’d also
encourage stricter and more frequent deadlines for progress evaluation — i.e., choosing the
book and project in the 4th meeting was not as strict as could be.

8. Language and content could have been more demanding/advanced. Would also be nice
with ex. a workshop to learn more how to play African polyrhythms. Also contemporary
popular genres would be interesting, like raga rock or others related to what we learned
about.

9. I really liked this course, specially the motivation of [the teacher], it was really interesting,
and I like the possibility of hearing the songs at the same time that he is presenting the
subject, also the possibility of having some real instruments in class, I really appreciate it.
